The Morry House is a wooden two storey flat roofed building clad in narrow clapboard. Constructed circa 1870, it is located on Barkhouse Lane, Ferryland, NL.

After its construction in the 1870s, Thomas Morry added a section to the house to serve as a post office and general store. Another section was added on the back of the house. The first floor was used to store fishing-gear, and the second floor, known as the ‘loft’, was the servants quarters. Both sections added were removed from the house by 1970. 
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
